The PURPOSE of this assignment is to challenge you to analyze and synthesize the information presented, as well as your own interpretations, about one of the two main characters of the novel. This sketch will allow you to develop a thorough understanding of these characters in order to enhance your experiences with this novel.

Working with ONE partner, assign each partner one of the two main characters of the novel – George and Lenny. You will work with your partner, assisting each other in developing a composite sketch of the following information, but please keep in mind EACH PARTNER IS COMPLETING THEIR OWN ASSIGNMENT.

Your sketch can presented in any way that you choose, but try to do so in an interesting, well-organized manner. All told, the following information should encompass one full, standard size piece of paper.

1. Your Selected Character’s Full Name.
2. A PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION of your selected character. While this information should be PARAPHRASED from the text, you may also wish to insert your own inferences as well. No matter what, though, BE SPECIFIC and DESCRIPT.
3. A description of your selected character’s PERSONALITY. Include points taken directly from the text, as well as your own inferences. Again BE SPECIFIC and DESCRIPT.
4. Based on what you know of this character thus far, what is his or her driving motivation? What is he looking for? What is motivating his actions? What are his dreams? 
5. Provide ONE cited quotation to support your analysis. This quotation should reveal something significant about your character and you must discuss what that is.
The document reproduced on the back of this assignment is designed to assist you in completing this assignment.

FOLLOW-UP QUESTION: Why do you think these two characters associate with one and other? From your selected character’s perspective, discuss why he would associate with the other character. What is he getting out of this friendship?

> Temperament – likeable, obnoxious, easygoing, introvert, extrovert;
